1 John 1:2-3 

At the forefront of our thoughts in recent weeks has been 

our work with international students.  This small group of 

students, all of another faith or of none, each have unique 

stories of how they came to be in Cluj-Napoca from places 

as diverse as France, Mauritius and Bangladesh.  

Some have come for the opportunities of study in a 

thriving European city; others have come as an escape 

from a difficult situation.  Some pay their own fees and 

expenses, and are able to travel home on vacations; 

others are on a somewhat limited scholarship, with little 

to live on and no opportunity to return home until 

the end of their studies.  Some study in their 

mother tongue, others are required to learn 

Romanian and complete their studies in that 

language.  We are privileged to have been able to 

create a sense of hospitality, community, even (as 

one student said to us recently) family for these 

young adults during these important and formative 

years. 

Between 10th and 12th March, we were able to 

partner in Sibiu with OSCER (Organizația 

Studenților Crestini Evanghelici din România, and 

the country partner to IFES) for a conference 

seeking to further develop International Student 

Ministry.
