Mother’s Day is celebrated here on 8 May so we have 
organised an event for the mothers of the Good News Club 
children. We have a real mixture of mothers with many 
difficulties who are involved in a whole range of vices 
including drugs, prostitution and gender issues. Pray for 
wisdom and guidance as we share Romans 8 and what it 
really means to have ‘Christ in us.’  The theme is ‘With Christ 
in us we are stronger than even Wonder Woman’
