Apparently he makes a delicious cup of coffee
as suggested in the book and then sits down
with his Bible and book to do the study.

A couple of days later | was able to give her
another copy of the book - she and her
husband were over the moon to say the least!

The ‘Coffee with Father God’ daily reading
book is proving a great tool for encouraging
various folks both from the "Coffee with God
group’ in Peixinhos and several of my
neighbours who are working their way
through it.
