However, the 
government have decided to deploy 30,000 teachers who 
have been trained, but have never had a government job!  
Two of my teachers are eligible so they may leave us soon 
which is unfortunate.

The spiritual retreat for ministers is in Lusaka and then 
in Lundazi at the end of April. The theme is ‘Seeking God 
Afresh’ and Rev Stephen McCracken (minister of First 
Ballymoney) is our key note speaker, so we hope God will 
work through him and that we see revival in our Synod!

I have to get a digital certificate to leave Zambia to show 
that I have been vaccinated – unfortunately my reference 
number is not showing on the system which means I have 
to go to our main hospital to try and get registered. 

I also have to mark exams for the teaching I did in Justo 
Mwale University last term. 

And my work permit is about to expire and needs to be 
renewed before I leave.

•	 Pray for the spiritual retreat that our ministers will 
be refreshed and strengthened to do their pastoral 
work in some challenging circumstances. 

•	 Give thanks for the new teachers and pray that 
they will be a blessing to the two early childhood 
development centres they are involved in.
