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Our responsibility is to continue to obey and keep
casting out the nets — God will bring in the fish, after
all He knows where they are.

It was no coincidence that in the training session
this month the volunteers were looking at the
‘Principle of Preparation’ from Sam Doherty’s Book
‘Principles of Teaching’.

Neither was it a coincidence that the daily devotion
from the ‘Coffee with Father God’ devotional book
the volunteers are using had Luke 5:4 as its main
theme for the day on the same day as our training
session!

Toffee apples, corn soup, street buntings and
decorations, sandal keyrings, bracelets with the 5
colours of the wordless book, corn cake, tapioca,
puppets, choir practices and the list goes on...
