POWERPOINT SCRIPT WORLD DEVELOPMENT APPEAL 2013

LET JUSTICE FLOW: TRANSFORMING LIVES

1. Logo  - Your opening remarks and introduction
2. When the Moderator travelled to Rwanda his first visit was to the Genocide Memorial which reinforced much of what he already knew about the country and its horrific conflict of 1994

3. But what he saw and experienced during the rest of his ten-day visit told him a different story. Rwanda is becoming, and in many ways has become, a place of transformation.
4. Tearfund and Christian Aid have been working in the country for many years. They have been supporting local churches and various partners including Moucecore, a Rwandan Christian organisation.

5. Moucecore brings people together through its ‘Church and Community Mobilisation’ programme. They identify the problems in their own communities and see what action they can take themselves to solve their problems before Moucecore comes to support them.

6. Burambi was one community where Moucecore became involved.  Villagers had a daily round trip of 16km to fetch clean water. They began to think of how they could have a water supply closer to home and came up with the idea of a rain-water harvesting tank.

7. Using sand and stones available within the community it was the women who got together to build the first water tank.  But, helping themselves, there was only so much they could do.

8. In recognition of their efforts Moucecore gave the community additional assistance and today they have 114 water tanks serving 1224 households.

9. Moucecore has helped with resources and training in rainwater harvesting, sanitation and hygiene and agricultural techniques.

10. Janette and Vianei, together with their five children, are typical of many families that have benefitted through Moucecore’s help and by putting into practice what they have learned.

11. With the practical support of both men’s and women’s groups in the local church they have been able to build a house and buy additional livestock.
12. They have benefitted from the water tank project and now have a supply of fresh clean water near their house. 
13. With improved sanitation and hygiene their children are clean and healthy.

14. They have learned how to farm their land more effectively to produce enough crops for themselves with some left over to sell. This provides an income that helps buy medical insurance and pay for their children’s education.

15. Rwanda has many good stories to tell about people being as independent and self-reliant as they can be, supported by their church and other Rwandan Christian organisations.

16. And because they are partners with Tearfund and Christian Aid, then it’s a story that we within the Presbyterian Church can be part of too. We can help these people make their part of Rwanda a place of transformation as we support them through our World Development Appeal.
